I
forwarded the email to Admissions and Records (A&R) contacts and they
replied swiftly, that the class had a “zero” seat count - - likely a
typographical error. The scheduler for that division/department was not
available. I suggested that perhaps someone in A&R could see what the
seat count had been the most recent time the class was taught, and put that
in, pending contact with and approval of the scheduler. A&R replied
swiftly again, found and contacted the correct administrator to be able to
do that, and the problem was solved.

Moral of the story: check the schedule of classes right away when it comes
out for any errors / missing info, or even classes you were told you would
be teaching that are not there..

● 5/22/23 Comments on the Resolution of Solidarity with

the Jewish Community (first read - tabled on May 15,
2023)

○ It is unclear to me why the Academic Senate is
opting to separate this resolution from the
resolution on "Racial Healing"; the timing of this
resolution at the end of the Academic Year does
not provide the time needed to address this in a
meaningful manner. I strongly suggest that the
Academic Senate define what it means by
"standing against and combatting antisemitism"
and the specific actions it will take to do so. This
will necessarily require: A) Define what it means
to "be in solidarity" with the Jewish Community;
B) Outline the specific actions we will take to be
in solidarity with the Jewish community; C)
Define antisemitism; E) Outline the specific
actions this body will take to stand against and
combat antisemitism, especially as it is
expressed through Jew Hatred, anti-Zionism,
and Judaeophobia.
