Subject: Academic Skills Center Adjunct Final Evaluation, Winter 2013

A survey of Academic Skills Center was conducted at the end of the Winter quarter in 2013. This
resulted in 171 valid respondents.

Important Highlights Include:

e 36% of respondents took the class for the extra credit, 32% to improve their grade, 19%
because they needed the skills, and 9% for other reasons including suggestion of their
friends or some combination of the above reasons.

e 89% of respondents “agree” or “strongly agree” that the Adjunct Skills groups helped
them understand content course concepts.

e 73% of respondents “agree” or “strongly agree” that the Adjunct Skills course affected
their decision to complete the content course.

e 80% of respondents “agree” or “strongly agree” that the Adjunct Skills course helped
them develop learning skills that improved their success in other courses.

e 75% of respondents “agree” or “strongly agree” that the Adjunct Skills course helped
them identify their learning strengths and weaknesses.

e 88% of respondents “agree” or “strongly agree” that they would recommend the Adjunct
Skills course to other students.
