1. Low match rate with Cal-PASS Plus — consider collecting and
using self-reported transcript data

2. Change the way we notify students of their placement level
l.e. psychological implications of receiving two placement levels
and one week lag between the Accuplacer score and the
multiple measures score

3. Consider using the EAP score of Standard Exceeded as an
additional Multiple Measure

» Self-report of last course and grade in Fall term very
accurate

» Errors that do occur in part because of timing

Much of the ACT research uses self-report GPA and
finds it to be a more powerful predictor than
students actual scores on the standardized tests

« ACT 2013:r(1978) = .84
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CSU’s Early Assessment Program (now part of
Smarter Balanced K-12 testing system)
- Assessment of high school juniors to measure
their readiness for college-level English and Math
- Includes a computer adaptive test and an essay
(English)

- CSU accepts students who receive ‘Standard
Exceeded’ into college-level English and Math
coursework — do not need to take a placement test

Continue to place students using Accuplacer and Multiple Measures
« Use EAP scores to place students as a multiple measure as well?

Discuss different ways to notify students in the pilot
 Provide only one placement level rather than Accuplacer and MM?
« Automate the process so students receive their MM placement at the
same time as Accuplacer (now a 1 week delay)

Continue to track the spring cohort to multiple outcomes

Survey students who were in the pilot to get their feedback

Discuss the possible use of self-reported transcript data
« Collect course, grade, and GPA on application
« Validate 10% of self-reported data against CalPass transcripts
« Allows greater access for students without transcript data in CalPass
* Increase our sample size to determine if MM is working or not
