View, Palo Alto, Los Gatos, and Saratoga area and increased by 2% in the San Jose Other 
area. However, there was a 1% decrease in the San Jose East of 880 area. 

 Latino/a headcount increased 2% in the Cupertino, Sunnyvale, Los Altos, Mountain View, 

Palo Alto, Los Gatos, and Saratoga area and increased by 1% in the San Jose East of 880, 
Alviso, Milpitas, Fremont, Union City, Newark, Hayward, and East Palo Alto area, and
